Aswe move into the last three months of schoal, it isimportant to remember that each
day your child is learning new skills and reviewing and strengthening previously taught
skills. Many lessonsin the early grades are planned and delivered as hands on activities
that cannot easily be repeated. If the science lesson isto observe an emerging plant, but a
student missed the day the seed breaks open due to an extended vacation or needing extra
sleep, the moment cannot be replicated at alater date. Attendanceiscritical. “Spring
fever” setsin. The days get longer and baseball schedules and recitals are exciting parts
of the day. Please discusswith your child that a good night’s sleep and readiness to

board the bus the next day is important and you and your child’ s teachers are proud of
good attendance.

In addition, as children become more comfortable with their teachers and classmates,
often little undesirable behaviors start to peek. Each teacher has addressed two serious
issues in the classroom thisweek. Many children are bringing small toys to school.
These little items can be comforting, but when they get lost, stolen, or are taken out in
class, they become distracting. At thistime, rather than ban the toys from the building,
we are requiring that al toys remain in backpacks during the day. By keepingitemsin
their backpacks, children are being asked to take RESPONSIBILITY for their
belongings. Of course, the most responsible action for protecting valuable itemsisto
leave them at home in a safe place. The second issue for which | have received several
reportsis children using inappropriate language or touching. We have restated that
RESPECT is necessary for al peopleto feel comfortable. | would ask that you enforce
manners and respect at home. Much of this behavior is age appropriate, but children
need to be reminded of your expectations.

Please be sure to check our news postings for the many activities planned for the spring
including field trips and assemblies. The schedule gets busy and you don’t want to miss
out on the plans!
